03. The same author cannot obtain more than one award per section. 

04. The authors certify the authorship of all the images that make up their photography. 

As well as, the possession of image rights, if any. And, they are responsible for any claims 

that may arise. 

05. No images created by artificial intelligence are allowed in this salón. All parts of the 

image must be photographed by the author, who owns the copyright of all submitted 

works. Violators will be punished for life. 

06.The works presented cannot have been awarded in previous editions of the Quillat. 

07. The works that bear the author's signature, or distinctive that can identify the 

authorship will be disqualified. 

08. Photographs received without payment of registration will not be accepted. 

09. If the organization suspects an irregularity in any of the photographs received, it 

reserves the right to verify it, requesting the original image or the RAW file. 

10. The participants expressly authorize AFIC Blanes to reproduce their award-winning 

works exclusively for purposes of promotion, dissemination and exhibition of the contest, 

always stating the name of the autor. 

11. Participation in the contest implies acceptance of the contest rules. 

With the sole act of submitting his/her images or files to a salon under FIAP Patronage, 

the entrant accepts without exception and with no objection that the submitted images 

can be investigated by FIAP to establish if these obey to FIAP regulations and definitions 

even if the entrant is not a member of FIAP; that FIAP will use any means at its disposal for 

this undertaking; that any refusal to cooperate with FIAP or any refusal to submit the 

original files as captured by the camera, or failure to provide sufficient evidence, will be 

sanctioned by FIAP and that in case of sanctions following the non compliance with FIAP 

regulations, the name of the entrant will be released in any form useful to inform the 

breaches of the rules.

DEFINITIONS 

FIAP DEFINITION OF BLACK/WHITE PHOTOGRAPHY (MONOCHROME) 

A black and white work, going from light gray (white) to dark gray (black), is a 

monochrome work with different shades of gray. A black and white work toned in its 

entirety to a single color will be considered a monochrome work, they can appear in the 

black and white category; this work may be reproduced in black and white in the 

catalog of a Salon under FIAP Patronage. On the contrary, a black and white work 

modified by a partial shift or with the addition of a color, becomes a work in color 

(polychrome), and must appear in the color category; this work must be reproduced in 

color in the catalog of a Salon under FIAP Patronage. 

 

DEFINITION OF PORTRAIT PHOTOGRAPHY 

Photographs that include part or all of the human face, of one or more people. It is a 

genre where a series of artistic initiatives come together that revolve around the idea of 

showing the physical or moral qualities of the person or persons that appear in the 

photographic images. The portrait can have the character looking straight at the 

camera, it can have the body tilted and look towards the edges of the image. 

 

DEFINITION OF CREATIVE/EXPERIMENTAL PHOTOGRAPHY 

Photography that falsifies or recreates a reality. Complex processes of digital editing of 

an image or the combination of several are accepted. They can also be photographs 

taken with experimental techniques resulting in an unusual image. The contents and 

layers must be original to the author. All those images that do not have a photographic 

origin will be excluded. 

 

DEFINITION OF STILL LIFE PHOTOGRAPHY 

Photography in which a series of inanimate natures are presented, the majority is usually 

a small group of objects, generally in close shots and closed frames. 

 

DEFINITION OF SEA PHOTOGRAPHY 

Photography in which the marine environment is the main element. The sea in all its 

aspects, landscape, fauna, work, portrait, etc...
